Youth Soccer and Adult Men’s Open Basketball Deadlines Approaching 
 
AMES, Iowa – Deadlines for Youth Soccer and Adult Men’s Open Basketball for the 
2009 Summer Iowa Games are quickly approaching.  Youth Soccer will be held in 
Ames, July 17-19 and the Adult Men’s Open Basketball tournament will be held June 
20-21 in Des Moines at the Knapp and Bell Centers on the campus of Drake University. 
 
In 2008, 216 teams and 3,050 athletes participated in the Games.  Soccer teams will be 
competing on over 25 fields at 3 locations throughout Ames. 
 
Last year, the Adult Men’s Open Basketball tournament had 22 teams and over 245 
athletes.
